How do I add my photo to an AAFCS Community site so it shows up with my name on the discussion board?

1) After signing in to the Communities Web Portal, go to one of the Communities that appear under “My Sites” (these are Communities you have already joined; if you need help joining a Community, view the video tutorial on this page http://www.aafcs.org/about/communities/index.html).

2) Go to “Photos” and then “upload.”
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3) After locating the photo by using the browse” button, select the photo and click “ok.”
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4) When you see this screen, fill out any desired information (title, etc.) and click “ok” to save the photo to the library.
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5) Now right-click on the image itself and choose “properties” from the menu.  
Copy the complete address/url of the photo (eg, you would copy the hi-lited below above).  (*Ctrl-C is the keyboard shortcut for copy)
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6) Go to your user settings by clicking on the drop-down arrow next to your name and selecting “My Settings.”
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7) Choose Edit Item.
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8) Paste (Ctrl-V) the address you copied where it asks for the Web address. Note there is a test link so you can be sure the address you’ve copied takes you to the photo.


9) Click “ok” and you’re done!  Now, other Community users can put your face with your name!
